Grade Level:  9th - 12th, ESL
(Intermediate to Advanced)











Instructional Materials










· Technology- Computers or laptops with Internet capability and the ability to play audios and videos preferably at a good speed. One computer must be set-up to record and edit audio, which means the computer must have a microphone, speakers, and sound recording software. Audacity is a free audio recording and editing software that can be obtained at http://audacity.sourceforge.net. Computers must be available for either every student or for every pair of students. Computers should be located within the classroom and set-up in a station away from the initial whole group area. 

· Software-OneNote 2007. Each student pair should have their own OneNote notebook file set-up for the project. The teacher will prepare a template for each pair to use ahead of time. If OneNote is not available, the teacher may prepare a folder on the desktop.
· Other materials- Whiteboard with dry-erase markers, a timer, hand-outs, Audio Clip Rubric, Olympic Sport Think Sheet, and Brain Pop quiz.
· Student materials- USB port, MP3 players or IPods, a 3-ring notebook for note-taking, and black pens.

Lesson Summary










This lesson is part one of a unit in which high-intermediate to advanced English Language Learners (ELLs) will become experts in one Olympic sport. The purpose of this first lesson is to encourage ELLs to discover information about an event that unifies various cultures. Specifically, students will work in pairs and use Internet resources to collect and analyze information on the history of the Olympics and about a specific Olympic sport.

















Learning Objectives and Computer Functions








· Objective 1:  After watching a video, the ELL will demonstrate knowledge of Olympic history by answering a quiz with at least 80% accuracy.

· Uses the Internet to watch a video on the Olympics.





· Objective 2:  In a class discussion, the ELL will evaluate the impact of the Olympics by verbally supporting their opinion with valid reasoning.





· Objective 3:  In pairs, the ELL will complete 100% of a Think Sheet using data collected from various Internet resources.

· Uses the Internet to conduct research on a sport.

· Uses search engines to collect visual and audio data on a sport.



· Objective 4:  In pairs, the ELLs will identify at least two search terms for each category listed on a hand-out.



· Uses search engines to find Web sites that have useful information.

· Objective 5:  In pairs, the ELLs will compile a list of at least 5 Web sites related to their chosen Olympic sport.

Notes on Using Data










The first hand-out provided to the student pairs will provide them with a list of Internet sites (see Web sites) and various criteria to begin their research. The criteria include finding 10 important dates for their chosen sport (Web sites will be provided for this). Of these dates the pairs must write a short description of what occurred, find at least 2 podcasts about 2 of the dates, 2 videos about 2 of the dates, 8 images about 8 of the dates, 5 important people from 5 of the dates, and 2 timeline samples. Students will have to list two separate search term entries under each of the dates to find the data they need such as an image, podcast, or important person. Students will work in pairs to conduct this research. The pairs will use the Yahooligans search engine to add to the initial list of Web sites. Students will save all the collected criteria in their desktop folder and on their USB ports to view for homework. The students should first collect and upload the data to their folders, USB ports, and MP3 players or IPods. This way they can review the information for homework or during their study hall periods.

Problem Statement










How can we build interest about the Olympics so that people will continue to care about this important event? In order to prevent this from happening, each of you will work with a partner to create a visual and audio timeline of an Olympic sporting event. You will include these timelines on our Wiki page on the Olympics. For today, though, you and your partner will prepare a one minute audio clip to create excitement for your sport’s presentation. The audio clip must have information from the research you perform today and will be uploaded to the class Wiki page for others to listen to. 
Data Manipulation










Instructions










The learner uses computers at the intermediate level, which includes familiarity with a search engine, using a mouse, using a keyboard, using a microphone, saving an image, copying information from the Internet, pasting information from the Internet, downloading podcasts, recording audio, and using the Audacity software program. The students will only be able to use Yahooligans as a search engine.














Integration Strategies










With the data they collected from Yahooligans, students should answer questions on a Think Sheet (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet). The first hand-out will provide the student pairs with a list of Internet sites (see Web sites) and various criteria to begin their research. The pairs will use the Yahooligans search engine to add to the initial list of Web sites and use the research gathered to fill-out the criteria needed for the 10 important dates. Students will save all the collected criteria in their desktop folder and on their USB ports to view for homework. The students should first collect and upload the data to their folders, USB ports, and MP3 players or IPods. This way they can review the information for homework or during their study hall periods.

Organization Strategies










Now that the pairs have completed their research, they should complete hand-out two, which is divided into columns labeled More Likely to Use and Least Likely to Use. The students should consider the data they collected and categorize the information in one of the columns. The pairs should write their rationale.
Elaboration Strategies










Student pairs will take one event and determine which images, audio, or videos could make this event more memorable. The pairs then should decide what additional items they could develop on their own to make the event more memorable for their audience and determine how they could create this item. For example, the pairs might discover that the event is lacking audio or images and they may decide to conduct an interview with a local athlete at the school who plays the sport.





Results Presentation










The pairs will create a one minute audio commercial to build interest about their sport. This one minute commercial will incorporate the main points of their research and be published by the teacher on the class Wiki page. One computer station will be set-up to record this commercial. This computer will not be used for research. When groups are ready they just speak into the computer’s microphone and record themselves. They will save the audio file to the desktop under both of their last names and the first letter of their first names. For example, if the pairs are named Eliza Sanchez and Wu Chen then the saved file will be saved as Sanchez, E-Chen, W. 
Activities










Activities Before Using the Computer









Student pairs will complete the first hand-out provided to them, the students will choose an Olympic sport to research and discuss their process for reaching this decision. The hand-out will also provide them with a list of Internet sites (see Web sites) and various criteria to begin their research. The criteria include finding 10 important dates for their chosen sport (Web sites will be provided for this). Of these dates the pairs must write a short description of what occurred, find at least 2 podcasts about 2 of the dates,  2 videos about 2 of the dates,  8 images about 8 of the dates, 5 important people from 5 of the dates, and 2 timeline samples. Students will have to list two separate search term entries under each of the dates to find the data they need such as an image, podcast, or important person. 

Strategies to develop students' attitudes towards the problem, motivation, and overall mindfulness:










Lesson Introduction










1. The teacher begins, "What would happen if the Olympics were canceled? How would you feel about this? How would your parents feel about this? How would this impact the world?”

2. The teacher facilitates a short discussion about the impact the Olympics has had on the world.

3. Then the teacher tells the students not to worry that the Olympics are still on, however, people know very little about the importance of this event. The teacher reiterates that the Olympics are very important, because our culture, traditions, heritage, countries, and history are represented at this event. 
4. The teacher then introduces the problem (See Problem Statement).
5. The teacher plays the Brain Pop Olympic video with captions located at http://www.BrainPop.com/socialstudies/culture/olympics/
6. The teacher hands the students the video quiz and makes sure to read the questions and answer choices aloud.

7. The teacher collects the quiz.

Activities While Using the Computer









1. Students will work at the computer in pairs. Students will have approximately 30 minutes to work on the computer. This translates into 15 minutes of computer time each, which will be signaled by a timer.
2. Students will access their pair folders which are located on the desktop.

3. Students will open the file, hand-out one, which matches the printed one they have with them. 
4. Students will visit the Web sites listed in hand-out one by simply pressing the Control Key and clicking on the link at the same time (see list of Web sites).
5. Students will copy and paste information to one of the criteria categories listed. Students should also copy and paste the Web address where they received the information.

6. Students will use the Yahooligans search engine to collect data for the rest of the criteria listed in hand-out one (see Notes on Using Data).

7. While one student is on the computer, the other student will be taking research notes on what interesting information bits could be included in their one minute audio clip.

8. After completing the hand-out one on the computer students will print a copy and save copies to their USB ports and OneNote folders. Students will also save audio files to their MP3 players or IPods.

Group Information










Students will work in pairs. Role one is the recorder who will take research notes. Role two is the researcher who uses the computer to collect data. A timer will be set to help students figure out when to rotate roles.


Culminating Activities









Activities After Using the Computer









1. Student pairs will use the research they collected to complete a Think Sheet (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet).
2. Student pairs will summarize the main ideas of their research into a short audio clip.

3. Student pairs will sort the information of their research and classify which three data are the most interesting or important to include in their audio clip.


Supporting Activities









1. Student pairs will complete a Think Sheet (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet).
2. Students will complete their audio clips.
















Assessment










Students will be assessed by means of the Brain Pop video quiz, the completion of hand-out one and two, the completion of the Olympic Sport Think Sheet, and the Audio Clip Rubric.


Included in the assessment










1. The Brain Pop quiz includes 10 multiple-choice questions. Best if this quiz is taken on the computer on the web site.

2. Hand-out one will consist of choosing a sport and describing the decision-making process, visiting a list of Web sites and matching data collected to various criteria, predetermining search terms for each criteria, and collecting more data.

3. Hand-out two will consist of categorizing information as useful or not useful.
4. The Olympic Sport Think Sheet will include five critical thinking questions. Two of these questions have the student categorize their answers into a table. These questions require the student to use information gathered from the lesson to complete tasks in order to develop process skills and metacognitive skills (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet).

5. The audio clip will be assessed by a rubric that measures performance in three areas- the audio quality, content, and pair work. The audio quality is concerned with the pronunciation of words and clarity of the audio. The content is concerned with the information provided, which must include at least three tidbits of information collected. The pair work section covers how well the partners worked together and contributed to the audio clip. The highest score is a four, awesome, and the lowest score is a one, needs work (see Audio Clip Rubric).

NTeQ Diverse Learner Lesson Plan 1:  Let the Games Begin!

Subject Area:  English as a Second Language, History, Language Arts



Grade Level:  9th - 12th, ESL (Beginner)
Diverse Learner

This lesson accommodates an English Language Learner (ELL) at the beginner level of language proficiency. The highlighted gray areas indicate the differences between this lesson plan and lesson plan one. At this stage, the beginner ELL knows very little English vocabulary, such as basic greetings. Furthermore, the student may have a difficult time cognitively performing several tasks in the new language. Teachers must be considerate of these needs and perform one task at a time if possible, such as writing on the board without speaking or speaking slowly without performing another activity. Response time for questions should be extended to five seconds before rephrasing questions. If possible, the teacher should reinforce all questions, lessons, and discussions with visual aides. Students should view videos with captions and the speakers must speak English slowly. When playing audio, the student should have a script and be able to pause or rewind the audio. Additionally, teachers should speak slowly, perform one task at a time, extend activity times, and use a lot of nonverbal communication. Teachers should additionally provide reassurance to the student who may be having difficulty assimilating into the new culture. When possible, students should be paired with an advanced level ELL who speaks their language. If not, then an English dictionary in their language should be provided. Furthermore, the student should learn how to use online resources such as the Google translator which translates several paragraphs from any language into English and vice versa. However, the translation is often not grammatically correct.

On the first hand-out provided to the student pairs, the beginner ELL will work with a language buddy in choosing an Olympic sport to research. The hand-out will provide them with a list of Internet sites (see Web sites) and various criteria to begin their research. The criteria include finding 10 important dates for their chosen sport (Web sites will be provided for this). Of these dates the pairs must write a short description of what occurred, find at least 2 podcasts about 2 of the dates,  2 videos about 2 of the dates,  8 images about 8 of the dates, 5 important people from 5 of the dates, and 2 timeline samples. Students will have to list two separate search term entries under each of the dates to find the data they need such as an image, podcast, or important person. With the help of the language buddy, the beginner ELL will list two separate search term entries under each of these criteria. The pairs will use the Yahooligans search engine to add to the initial list of Web sites. Students will save all the collected criteria in their desktop folder and on their USB ports to view for homework. The students should first collect and upload the data to their folders, USB ports, and MP3 players or IPods. This way they can review the information for homework or during their study hall periods.
Problem Statement

Data Manipulation










Instructions










The beginner ELL uses computers at the intermediate level, which includes familiarity with a search engine, using a mouse, using a keyboard, using a microphone, saving an image, copying information from the Internet, pasting information from the Internet, downloading podcasts, recording audio, and using the Audacity software program. The students will only be able to use Yahooligans as a search engine.
Additionally, the beginner ELLs will receive help from their advanced partners.


Integration Strategies









With the data they collected from Yahooligans, the beginner ELL will answer questions on a Think Sheet with the language buddy (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet). Additionally, the student pairs will use the research gathered from the Internet to fill-out the criteria needed for the 10 dates in the first hand-out.
Organization Strategies









The beginner ELL will complete a graphic organizer with the research gathered. Hand-out two will feature two columns labeled More Likely to Use and Least Likely to Use. The teacher will explain to the beginner ELL how to complete this chart. The teacher will take two of the Web sites and ask the beginner ELL which one has good information. Then the teacher will have the student write it under the chart. Nonverbal body language should be used by the teacher. For example, the teacher can shrug the shoulders to indicate “which” and make a thumbs-up sign or thumbs-down sign to suggest “good information” or “bad information.” In the hand-out the teacher should have the thumbs-up and thumbs-down icons next to the labels to help the beginner student. When the beginner ELL finishes with the student, then the student will compare the chart with their language buddy.










Elaboration Strategies










Student pairs will take one Olympic event and determine which images, audio, or videos could make this event more memorable. These partners, though, will have a specific audience to cater to, children. This means the pair will have to consider images, audio, and video that would appeal to children and be easily understood by children.
Results Presentation










The pairs will create a one minute audio commercial to build interest about their sport. This one minute commercial will incorporate the main points of their research and be published by the teacher on the class Wiki page. One computer station will be set-up to record this commercial. This computer will not be used for research. When groups are ready they just speak into the computer’s microphone and record themselves. They will save the audio file to the desktop under both of their last names and the first letter of their first names. For example, if the pairs are named Eliza Sanchez and Wu Chen then the saved file will be saved as Sanchez, E-Chen, W. In order to meet the learning needs of the beginner ELL, the advanced partner will write out a script to be used for the audio. The advanced partner should guide the beginner ELL in pronouncing words correctly. The partners should only complete the script and practice the pronunciation of the words. For homework, the beginner ELL will practice pronouncing the words and the next day they can record the audio clip.

The beginner ELL with the help of the advanced ELL should list two separate search term entries under each of the dates to find the data they need such as an image, podcast, or important person.














Strategies to develop students' attitudes towards the problem, motivation, and overall mindfulness:


Lesson Introduction









1. Before the teacher addresses the rest of the class, the teacher has the beginner ELL turn to the sports vocabulary section of the Oxford English Picture Dictionary and write down the translations for all the sports. 

2. The teacher begins, "What would happen if the Olympics were canceled? How would you feel about this? How would your parents feel about this? How would this impact the world?”

3. The teacher facilitates a short discussion about the impact the Olympics has had on the world. Everyone must participate, but the beginner ELL has the option of passing. The teacher should establish a nonverbal cue for the student to use if he or she chooses not to participate. This can be tilting the head down. This cue should be used for all of the student’s classes in order for the other teachers to know when to pass this student and cause the least amount of embarrassment for the ELL. 

4. Then the teacher tells the students not to worry that the Olympics are still on, however, people know very little about the importance of this event. The teacher reiterates that the Olympics are very important, because our culture, traditions, heritage, countries, and history are represented at this event. 

5. The teacher then introduces the problem (See Problem Statement ). The teacher gives the beginner ELL the written problem statement.

6. The teacher plays the Brain Pop Olympic video with captions located at http://www.Brain Pop.com/socialstudies/culture/olympics/ (The teacher should provide beginner ELLs with a script of the video)

7. The teacher hands the students the video quiz and makes sure to read the questions and answer choices aloud. The teacher has the beginner ELL begin completing the assessment, What Do You Know about Sports and the Olympics? The beginner ELL will be allowed to use the script and any dictionaries to complete the assessment. Extra time may be needed.

8. The teacher collects the quiz and the assessment.






Activities While Using the Computer









1. Students will work at the computer in pairs. Students will have approximately 30 minutes to work on the computer. This translates into 15 minutes of computer time each, which will be signaled by a timer.
2. Students will access their student pair folders which are located on the desktop.

3. Students will open the file, hand-out one, which matches the printed one they have with them. 
4. Students will visit the Web sites listed in hand-out one by simply pressing the Control Key and clicking on the link at the same time (see list of Web sites).
5. Students will copy and paste information to one of the criteria categories listed. Students should also copy and paste the Web address where they received the information.

6. Students will use the Yahooligans search engine to collect data for the rest of the criteria listed in hand-out one (see Notes on Using Data).

7. While the advanced ELL is on the computer, the beginner ELL will take research notes in their notebook on what interesting information bits could be included in the one minute audio clip. This will be in the form of a simple list. The advanced ELL will dictate this information slowly to the beginner ELL and help the student write the information down.

8. After completing hand-out one on the computer, students will print a copy and save copies to their USB ports and desktop folder. Students will also save audio files to their MP3 players or IPods.














Group Information










Students will work in pairs. Role one is the recorder who will record notes. Role two is the researcher who uses the computer to collect data. A timer will be set to help students figure out when to rotate roles. More time may be allotted to this group in order to facilitate the advanced student helping the beginner student use the computer.
Culminating Activities
Activities After Using the Computer









1. Each student will complete a Think Sheet (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet).

2. The advanced ELL will work on creating a script for the audio clip.

3. The beginner ELL will work on pronouncing words from the script and finding the definition of words in the script that are unknown.








Supporting Activities










1. The beginner ELL will work on practicing the pronunciation of their audio scripts.
2. The advanced ELL will work on creating the script for the audio clip.
3. Together both students will make decisions regarding the script.
4. The student pairs will additionally be completing the Olympic Sport Think Sheet.
Assessment









Beginner ELLs will be assessed by means of the completion of the What Do You Know about Sports and the Olympics? hand-out (this is in place of the Brain Pop Video Quiz), the completion of hand-outs one and two, the completion of the Olympic Sport Think Sheet, and the Audio Clip Rubric.

Included in the assessment









1. The assessment, What Do You Know about Sports and the Olympics?, for the beginner ELL consists of 6 matching choices, a list of 9 sports for the ELL to list equipment for, and a short written paragraph on an experience they have had with one of the sports (see What Do You Know about Sports and the Olympics?).

2. Hand-out one will consist of choosing a sport and describing the decision-making process, visiting a list of Web sites and matching data collected to various criteria, predetermining search terms for each criteria, and collecting more data.

3. Hand-out two will consist of students categorizing their research into two columns labeled More Likely to Use and Least Likely to Use.

4. The Olympic Sport Think Sheet will include five critical thinking questions. Two of these questions have the student categorize their answers into a table. These questions require the student to use information gathered from the lesson to complete tasks in order to develop process skills and metacognitive skills (see Olympic Sport Think Sheet).

5. The audio clip will be assessed by a rubric that measures performance in three areas- the audio quality, content, and pair work. The audio quality is concerned with the pronunciation of words and clarity of the audio. The content is concerned with the information provided, which must include at least three tidbits of information collected. The pair work section covers how well the partners worked together and contributed to the audio clip. The highest score is a four, awesome, and the lowest score is a one, needs work (see Audio Clip Rubric).

Instructional Materials










· Technology- Computers or laptops with a printer and Access 2007. Each of the student pairs will need access to a computer. Students will also need access to their OneNote research folders that were created in lesson plan one.

Lesson Summary










This lesson is part two of a unit in which high-intermediate to advanced English Language Learners (ELLs) will become experts in one Olympic sport. The purpose of this lesson is to help ELLs collect, classify, and analyze the data they have collected on an Olympic sport. Specifically, students will work in pairs and use a database to organize and analyze information collected in lesson one. The student pairs will print the organized data into a report that they will share with their peers.

Notes on Using Data










Students will need to have the data collected from lesson one to complete the Access 2007 database. The students will use the template, Olympic Sport Research database, prepared by the teacher and make adjustments to the title or fields if necessary. Students will categorize six events related to their sport into these possible headings- Title (of the event), Date, Event Description, Attachment, Attachment Description, and Notes. In the Title field the student pairs should create a short title that relates to the event and captures interest. In the Date field the student pairs should enter the month and year. This may need to be separated into two separate fields. In the Event Description field the student pairs should enter one to four lines describing the highlights of the event and why it is important to the history. In the Attachment field, the student pairs should attach the photo, audio clip, or video and then describe this attachment in one sentence in the Attachment Description field. The student pairs should include the time of the attachment if it is an audio clip or video clip. If a video cannot be uploaded then the URL must be provided in the Notes field. 

Problem Statement










We did a great job of collecting information on different Olympic sports. Now, we are almost ready to create our timelines in PowerPoint. However, how will you and your partner decide which research to use in your timelines? How will you be able to find out if your event has an image, audio clip, or video? Which dates will you use since you can only list 5 important dates for your timeline? How can you save the time of writing all of this information down? 

Data Manipulation










Instructions










The learner uses computers at the intermediate level, which includes familiarity with using a mouse, using a keyboard, copying information from a desktop folder, pasting information from the folder, attaching documents into Access 2007, and using an Access 2007 template.














Integration Strategies










Students will take the data collected from lesson one and organize six events into the Access 2007 database (see Notes on Using Data). With the organized data, students should answer questions on a Think Sheet (see Sport History Think Sheet). Then they will use this data to help them organize their PowerPoint presentation of their timelines. 

Organization Strategies










Now that the pairs have completed their research in lesson plan one, the students should consider the data they collected and categorize the information under one of the fields in the database template. Hand-out one will aid in the organization of the material (see Activities Before Using the Computer). 
Elaboration Strategies










Using hand-out one, student pairs will narrow their data into six events that they agree will be the most interesting for their audience members. They will use the database to discuss six events with at least one other pair of students. They will show an outline of the six events (their printed database report) to this pair of students and describe what images, audio, or video they have to highlight that event. This will force each of the students to provide good arguments for those events they want to include in their PowerPoint presentation, especially if the two students disagree. Also, this will help the students to evaluate their information from the perspective of those who have no knowledge of the presentation. They may be forced to answer questions posed by the other student pairs and fill in those gaps in their presentation. 





Results Presentation










The pairs will create a report on Access 2007 with their database. This report will be designed by the student pairs and list six important dates with information from the following fields- Title, Date, Event Description, Attachment, Attachment Description, and Notes. This report is considered their proposal of what they will include in their PowerPoint timelines. However, the partners may only use five of the dates. Therefore, they will show their proposals to at least one other student pair and get their opinions on which date should be eliminated from the list and why. After soliciting these opinions, the pair will write a paragraph of which dates will be included in their timelines and reasons for this decision.
Activities










Activities Before Using the Computer









Student pairs will complete the first hand-out provided to them. The hand-out includes the students choosing 6 out of the 10 dates they researched and discussing their process for eliminating dates and the reasons for the eliminations.















Strategies to develop students' attitudes towards the problem, motivation, and overall mindfulness:










Lesson Introduction










1. The teacher introduces the problem, “We did a great job of collecting information on different Olympic sports. Now, we are almost ready to create our timelines in PowerPoint. However, how will you and your partner decide which research to use in your timelines? How will you be able to find out if your event has an image, audio clip, or video? Which dates will you use since you can only list 5 important dates for your timeline? How can you save the time of writing all of this information down?” 

2. The teacher facilitates a short discussion about the usefulness of a database.

3. The teacher provides any training on using Access 2007 by showing the template. The teacher should explain that the template will be included in their folders.
4. The teacher has the student pairs complete the hand-out (see Activities Before Using the Computer).

Activities While Using the Computer









1. Students will work at the computer in pairs. Students will have approximately 30 minutes to work on the computer. This translates into 15 minutes of computer time each, which will be signaled by a timer.
2. Student pairs will access their folders from lesson one which are located on the desktop and minimize the window, because they will need the information in these folders.

3. Students will open the Olympic Sport Database Access template, which was prepared by the teacher.

4. In the Navigation window, the student should choose the Object Type view and rename all of the objects (Tables, Forms). The name should reflect their chosen sport. For example, the pair might change the titles of their objects to Olympic Swimming Database. 

5. The students will also have the option of adding extra categories to the table template and redesigning the look of the tables and forms.
6. Students will choose 6 out of the 10 dates to type information about. 

7. Students should copy and paste information from their folder to the criteria categories listed. 
8. While one student is on the computer entering the data in the database, the other student will be reading the information to be entered.

9. After completing the database, one of the students will save the Access file to their USB ports and desktop folder. 

10. Students will print a copy of their presentation report.

Group Information









Students will work in pairs. Role one is the data entry person who will enter data into the database. Role two is the interpreter who tells the data entry person what the data is to be entered. A timer will be set to help students figure out when to rotate roles.


Culminating Activities









Activities After Using the Computer









1. Student pairs will print out their database report, which is the proposal of what they will include in their PowerPoint timelines.

2. Student pairs will review the information to ensure it is correct.

3. Student pairs will show their proposals to at least one other student pair and solicit their opinions on which date should be eliminated from the list and why. 

4. Students will then draw a line in red ink showing that they are eliminating this date.

5. Students will write a short paragraph behind the proposal stating their reasons for eliminating the date. This can be determined through the responses of others or by another reason.

6. Students will complete a Think Sheet (see Sport History Think Sheet).

1. Students will work on their Sport History Think Sheet.

2. Students will begin planning their timeline presentations based on the database report.

Students will be assessed by means of the completion of hand-out one, the Sport History Think Sheet, and the Database Report Rubric.

1. Hand-out one will consist of the student pairs choosing 6 out of the 10 dates they researched and discussing their process for eliminating dates and the reasons for the eliminations.
2. The Sport History Think Sheet includes six critical thinking questions about the database content in order to have students practice their process skills and develop metacognitive skills (see Sport History Think Sheet).

3. The report will be assessed by a rubric that measures performance in five areas- the fields, content, title, printed copy, and pair work. The field area is concerned with spelling and completeness. The content area is concerned with the accuracy of the information provided and that six dated events exist. The title area assesses for appropriateness and spelling. The printed copy area assesses the formatting and printing quality of the report. The pair work area covers how well the partners worked together and contributed to the audio clip. The highest score is a four, awesome, and the lowest score is one, needs work (see Database Report Rubric).

Integration Strategies










Students will take the data collected from lesson plans one and two and organize five events related to their sport’s history into the Olympic Sports Presentation template. After entering the information on the correct template slides, the student pairs should complete hand-out one in which they make decisions about the design, lay-out, font, and visual design of their presentations. The students will update their presentation based on these decisions. After updating their presentations, the students should answer questions on a Think Sheet (see Sport Presentation Think Sheet). 

Organization Strategies










Now that the student pairs have chosen which five events they will include in their timelines and organized the information on a database in lesson plan two, the students should use their printed database reports to complete the Olympic Sports Presentation template. 
Elaboration Strategies










Using hand-out one, student pairs will make decisions on the visual elements of their presentation. Only one hand-out per student pair will be turned in with both of the students’ names. The hand-out will have the student pairs list the type of font they will be using for titles, subtitle, and text; font color; font sizes; slide color schemes; graphic choices, slide lay-out choices, and so forth for each slide. The students should first enter their data into the template. Then the students should be given hand-out one and should go through each slide with the hand-out. The students will update their slides after making decisions with the hand-out.  





Results Presentation










The student pairs will create a timeline in PowerPoint 2007 or HyperStudio. The timeline will first be turned into the teacher who will grade the timeline and then publish it to the class Wiki page for the public to access. On a later date this timeline will be shown to their peers in an oral presentation. The oral presentation will consist of a questioning period. Before uploading the presentation to the Wiki page, the students should edit their mistakes and save the presentation as a PowerPoint Slide Show and make it Read-only.
Activities










Activities Before Using the Computer









1. After the lesson introduction, the teacher provides training on using PowerPoint 2007 by showing the template on a projector or white screen and having individual students come up and enter various information and change the font, color schemes, layout, and upload images. 
2. The teacher should explain that the template will be in their OneNote folders along with various job aids that will help them with the presentation.
3. The student pairs will receive their graded copies of their Olympic Sport Database Report from lesson plan two. 
4. The students will be told to enter and upload this information into their Olympic Sports Presentation template on PowerPoint 2007 or HyperStudio.








Strategies to develop students' attitudes towards the problem, motivation, and overall mindfulness:










Lesson Introduction










1. The teacher introduces the problem, “We did a great job of organizing our information into a database. Now, we are ready to create our timelines in PowerPoint. However, how will you and your partner make this presentation memorable for viewers? What do you hope viewers will learn from your presentations? How can you make sure your PowerPoint presentation achieves this goal?”
2. The teacher holds a short class discussion soliciting responses from every student.
Activities While Using the Computer









1. Students will work at the computer in pairs. Students will have approximately 30 minutes to work on the computer. This translates into 15 minutes of computer time each, which will be signaled by a timer.
2. Student pairs will access their folders from lesson one which are located on the desktop and minimize the window, because they will need the information in these folders.

3. Students will open the Olympic Sports Presentation template, which was prepared by the teacher.

4. In the Title Page slide, one student should enter the first and last names of both students, the date the project is due, the name of the school, and the title of the project with the name of the sport chosen. The title should reflect their chosen sport. 
5. The students will also have the option of redesigning the look of the template; however, the students should first enter all the project information before doing this.

6. Students will enter the presentation words into the template as well as upload all images, videos, and audio clips.

7. Students should frequently save the information.

8. Students should copy and paste information from their Access database file reports.
9. While one student is on the computer entering the data in the PowerPoint template, the other student will be reading the information to be entered.

10. After entering all the data into the PowerPoint template, the student pairs will raise their hand to signal that they are finished.

11.  The teacher will then give the students hand-out one after quickly reviewing the work completed.

12. The students will then go back over each slide of their presentation and add the visual changes from hand-out number one.

· Student pairs can choose to complete hand-out one while at the computer or can choose to complete the hand-out at their desks and then return to the computer to make the visual changes. 

13. When adding the changes from hand-out one, the students will be completed with their PowerPoint presentations.

14. After completing the PowerPoint presentation, one of the students will save the file to their USB ports and desktop folder. 
Group Information










Students will work in pairs. Role one is the data entry person who will enter data into the PowerPoint template. Role two is the interpreter who tells the data entry person what the data is to be entered. A timer will be set to help students figure out when to rotate roles.


Culminating Activities









Activities After Using the Computer









1. Students will collaborate together in completing a think sheet (see Sport Presentation Think Sheet).
· The think sheet requires the students to think about problems that might occur during their oral presentation of their Olympic PowerPoint Timelines.

· The students will give the oral presentations on a later date determined by the teacher.

2. Student pairs will turn in their PowerPoint timelines to the teacher who will grade them and publish them to the class Wiki page.


Supporting Activities










1. Students will work on their Sport Presentation Think Sheet.
2. Students will plan their oral presentation to the class on a later date.

3. Each student will decide which part he or she wants to present.

4. Students will work together to pronounce difficult words.










Assessment










Students will be assessed by means of the completion of hand-out one, the Sport Presentation Think Sheet, and the Olympic Sport PowerPoint Timeline Rubric.



Included in the assessment










1. Hand-out one will consist of the student pairs making decisions about the design, lay-out, font, and visual designs of their PowerPoint timeline presentations. The students will update their presentation based on these decisions. 

2. The Sport Presentation Think Sheet includes seven higher-order questions about the presentation content in order to have students practice their process skills and develop metacognitive skills (see Sport Presentation Think Sheet).

3. The report will be assessed by a rubric that measures performance in three areas- content, mechanics, and visual elements. The content area assesses the completeness of the individual PowerPoint template slides and is concerned with the accuracy of the information provided. The mechanics area assesses spelling and grammar. The visual elements area assesses the formatting and visual elements of the presentation. The highest score is a four, awesome, and the lowest score is one, needs work (see Olympic Sport PowerPoint Timeline Rubric
